On January 12, Rosa Dean celebrated her 100th birthday 
with family and friends, giving thanks for her good health 
and great spirits. Born in Dinwiddie County, Virginia, Ms. 
Dean left her family in her early twenties to forge a life 
and career in New York City. She was hired as a night 
shift private duty aide at the Jewish Home and Hospital 
for the Aged in Manhattan, where she remained until she 
retired at 68, in February 1976. 

“I remember Union representatives coming around trying
to persuade workers to join. Many refused because
they were nervous about their jobs, but I thought it was 
important so I joined.” 

Since her retirement, she has spent most of her time visit-
ing family, participating in church outings and activities 
and traveling to Canada, California and North Carolina. 

Although she is no longer able to leave her home,
Ms. Dean keeps busy studying and reading Spanish
and enjoying visits from family, friends and members of 
her church. 

Ms. Dean and her family also appreciate the retiree ben-
efits she’s been receiving for more than 30 years –benefits 
that make life more comfortable and secure for both Ms. 
Dean and other 1199SEIU retirees. “We are happy and 
grateful for the benefits she receives through 1199SEIU,” 
said her niece, Sandra Boyd. “They have allowed her
to remain comfortably in her home rather than live in a 
nursing home.”
